WELCOME

The Acting Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and also explained emergency evacuation procedures.

APOLOGIES

There were no apologies.
3.         DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY INTEREST
There were no declarations of pecuniary interest.
4.         MINUTES OF LAST MEETING
The minutes of the previous meeting 29th September 2016 were agreed and signed by the Acting Chairman as a true record.

MATTERS ARISING
There was a complaint written against the PC from Mr Milward, a copy of which was delivered to the Clerk.  Nothing further has been heard at the time of the meeting. 
6.         PARISH MATTERS
(i)  Appointment of new Parish Councillor
Three people interested in becoming members of the Parish Council.  The Returning Officer at the Shirehall confirmed no election would be called  so the Parish Council are able to co-opt someone.   As close to By-Elections in May 2017 the PC does not have to co-opt another Parish Councilor.  Councillor Morris and Councillor Roycroft did not wish to co-opt and leave it to the public to vote in May.  Councillor Ince and Councillor Roberts both wished to co-opt.  Lee Wheeler was the only interested party who came to the meeting and asked to speak.
Mr Wheeler would like to make a contribution to the community and feels it is time for a change. There have been a number of planning issues where the PC’s voice has not been heard.  If an effort was made to develop a Parish Plan for this community the PC would then have some influence on the Planning Department.  The PC could also benefit from CIL (Community Infrastructure Levy) if had a Parish Plan.
Councillor Wild advised caution when deciding on a Parish Plan because Hubs and Clusters which can be part of a Parish Plan are not always beneficial to a community.  If happy to have 10-20 houses built this is fine but need to be aware do not have control over where these are built.  Parish Plans are good but they are a lot of work and not many of them are adopted in their entirety. Mr Wheeler felt Council planners go out of their way to pass planning applications that people don’t want but don’t do enough for planning applications people do want.  At present Mr Wheeler feels the PC is somewhat ‘toothless’.  
Mr Wheeler was asked to leave the room while a decision was made.  There were two votes for and two votes against.  As the Acting Chairman has the casting vote it was decided to ask Mr Wheeler to join the Council.  The Clerk will get the paperwork to Mr Wheeler before the next meeting.
(ii)  Audio Equipment
Cannot stop anyone recording a meeting but the Chairman should ask prior to the meeting if anyone wishes to record any item of the Agenda.

(iii)  Public Speaking at Parish Council Meetings Procedure

PC Ince has looked at other Parish Council websites and they will allow members of the public to speak at the beginning of the meeting on any item on the Agenda.  PC Ince suggested that this is what our PC adopt in the future and they can then be kept to a time limit.
