LJC

Parish Councillor Ince had asked for this to be put on the Agenda but felt that Councillor Wild was better able to comment.  Brian Nelson from Wroxeter Parish Council is keen on better computer and IT support for Parish Councils.  He has asked that Parish Councils think of ways they would like to be supported through IT.  LJC would like the Chairman and Clerk to have a ‘shropshire.gov.uk’ email address.  If the Chairman had an issue about something he could email his concerns and people would know it was the Chairman of CPHK Parish Council who had emailed.  This is important for rural communities.
