MINUTES OF LAST MEETING

Minutes of the last meeting on 19th November 2013, having been previously circulated to all members were taken as having been read. These were then signed as a true record of the meeting.

CORRESPONDENCE

The Clerk showed the meeting correspondence which had been received since the last meeting.  
Included in this was a letter from Shropshire Council informing the Parish Council that they would no longer be able to manage the insurance scheme which is placed with Zurich Insurance and advising alternative insurance will need to be put in place before 1st June 2014.
This was discussed and the Clerk was asked to ring Zurich Insurance to see if they would insure us direct and at what price.  It is important the Parish Council has insurance for lots of reasons and also need public liability insurance which is for employees and members of the public who may attend meetings.  Also have infidelity insurance which means if funds are embezzled the Parish Council are insured to cover this.  There is a broker who specialises in Councils which Parish Councillor Ince will try to find the name of and let the Clerk know.
5.
HIGHWAYS

a)  Surface Water – water is running from past Mere Oak Farm and going down Parish Councillor Pugh’s field.   This is from by the water tower and is making a considerable mess.  The Clerk was asked to write to Highways informing them of this and to ask for something to be done.
b)  Post on Kenley Common – Parish Councillor Pugh has spoken to Mr Milward who said it is the Council who have put the offending post in.  The plastic bollards have also been run over and the Council told Mr Milward the people responsible could be fined.  He found out who the person concerned was and he has promised not to do it again.  
This was discussed and the Parish Councillors found it hard to believe that the post has been put in by the Council.  If someone runs into it a lot of damage could be done and Mr Milward may well be responsible if it was found to be him that put the post in.  This would not be the case if it is Council property.

Parish Councillor Morris proposed and Parish Council Ince seconded that the Clerk should contact the Council and say the matter has been debated at a recent meeting and the Parish Council would like confirmation as to whether this post has been put in by the Council or by Mr Milward.  Advised to ring first to find out correct person to write to.  Above all else it is a road safety hazard.
