PARISH COUNCIL INSURANCE

This has been discussed at previous meetings as Shropshire Council are no longer insuring Parish Councils.  After investigation by the Clerk into suitable alternatives it was proposed by Parish Councillor Ince and seconded by Parish Councillor Morris to go with Aon Insurance, being the most competitive.  If anyone else organizes an event in the Parish their Public Liability insurance would need to be seen.  The Parish Council would just need a Temporary Events Licence for functions.

SAFEGUARDING PUBLIC MONEY

There was a problem a few years ago and it was decided that there needed to be two signatories.  Agreed that Clerk is able to pay bills using internet banking where possible.
