WELCOME

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and also explained emergency evacuation procedures.

APOLOGIES

There were no apologies.
3.         DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest.  Shropshire Council have asked for copies of Councillors Disclosure of Pecuniary Interest Forms.  They only have one for Parish Councillor Morris.  The Clerk gave copies of the form to Parish Councillors, Pugh, Ince and Roberts and asked them to complete and return to the Shirehall.
4.         MINUTES OF LAST MEETING
Minutes of the meeting 30th June 2015, having been previously circulated to all members were taken as having been read. These were then signed as a true record of the meeting.

MATTERS ARISING

There were no matters arising

6.         CORRESPONDENCE

(i) Information received by Clerk since last meeting circulated and read by Parish Councillors.  The majority of information had been emailed previously to those who receive emails.  
(ii) Chairman Pugh reported the death of Mrs Brenda Willberry. Mrs Willberry had been the previous Clerk to the Parish Council for many years.  It was decided a letter of condolence should be sent to Mr Willberry from the Parish Council.  PC Ince was asked to draft a letter.

(iii) Letter received reply from MP Daniel Kawczynski regarding Broadband which Clerk had sent previously.  Chairman Pugh read this out to the meeting.

PARISH MATTERS

New Parish Councillor – a letter has been received from Shropshire Council to advise no request has been made to hold an election for a new Parish Councillor in the Church Preen, Hughley and Kenley Parish.  Therefore the Parish Council are able to co-opt an eligible person for Council membership.
Mr Richard Roycroft had registered an interest and was proposed by Chairman Pugh and seconded by PC Morris.  Richard was welcomed to the Parish Council and asked to complete relevant forms.

FINANCIAL MATTERS

(i)  
Payments to Clerk agreed and signed by Chairman.

(ii) 
Bank Reconciliation – the meeting agreed the bank reconciliation compiled by

the Clerk as a true record.

(ii) The Clerk apologised for mistake made on Annual Return for which the Parish Council have been charged £30.00.  Amount agreed and cheque signed.  Proposed by Chairman Pugh and seconded by PC Morris.

HIGHWAYS

Overhanging boughs – damaged caused by large lorry working in the area which has travelling faster than that which is safe.  PC Roberts suggested someone speaking to him about going slower.  Chairman Pugh agreed to do this.
9.
PLANNING

(i)   Mr Lee Wheeler (in attendance at the meeting) has submitted another application at Jessamine Cottage for a bungalow as previously submitted but planning has now changed – “desirability for private home for elderly people for their whole life habitation”.  Mr Wheeler explained this is not a speculative build.  Planning practice is to now look favourably on homes for elderly people.  At present they live in a cottage which is not suitable for the elderly.  They have lived in this area for a long time and would like to stay.  Chairman Pugh asked what the difference is to previous application?  Mr Wheeler said the environment has changed and Council has a different view but getting planning is still dicey and they would like Parish Council support.
Chairman Pugh – the previous application was refused because the site is ‘an isolated development’.  

PC Roberts said the Parish Council supported Mr Wheeler last time and should this time.

Councillor Wild: Shropshire Council have a five year land supply and this area is classed as ‘open countryside’.  If in sustainable area houses can be built even if in “open countryside”.  This has changed to what it was before.  People who have lived in the countryside and make a contribution to the countryside should be able to stay.

PC Morris felt there was no need to have a double garage as too large for size of bungalow.  Over development of the site.

Mr Wheeler explained that this is an outline planning application indicating what could be built there.  There would be another application for full planning which Parish Council would be able to comment on.
Councillor Wild: Quite common with local affordable homes to allow a double garage of around 6m x 6m.  Whatever Parish Council decide Planning will make their own decision.  If we don’t do anything it is taken as support.

Mr Wheeler asked if the Parish Council considered the site ‘isolated’ as this is the main issue with Shropshire Council.

Barn conversions have been considered permitted development and not isolated developments.  Planning is always subject to interpretation and it is difficult to know the definition of ‘isolation’.

Action – Clerk to write a letter of support in principle to a bungalow being built for Mr & Mrs Wheeler, recommending the application is not considered ‘isolated’.  Proposed by Chairman Pugh and seconded by PC Ince.
