HIGHWAYS

a) PC Martin Morris expressed concern over a number of potholes, which have appeared on the New Road by Merrishaw Farm.    Clerk to email Central Division and cc Councillor Wild.  Possible broken drain causing water to run down the road which is dangerous in icy weather as well as causing potholes to appear.

PLANNING

a) Barn conversion at Parkers – PC Myrtle Roberts at this point left the meeting while this item was discussed.   Parish Council has been asked to support an application for prior approval before full plans are submitted for the barn conversation at Parkers.  PC Martin Morris felt that until a full planning application has gone in cannot properly represent the parishes.  It comes under Church Preen parish.  Councillor Wild asked if the Parish Council would support the barn being developed?  If agree and planners agree detailed plans will be put in.  Agreed would support barn conversion in principle.  Clerk to send in letter of support.  Proposed by PC Sarah Lloyd and seconded by Vice-Chairman Peter Ince.   PC Myrtle Roberts returned to the meeting.

PLACE PLAN


Vice-Chairman Peter Ince had been asked to look into the viability of CPH&K having

their own Place Plan.  193 parishes in Shropshire but cannot find out how many have Parish Plans.  Councillor Wild said Cressage have one.  Need to find some people who would be interested in doing this.  Lee Wheeler was interested previously but Broadband had been an issue at the time.  Difficult to do a plan based on a single item.  Went through some of the bigger issues that come under Place Plans.  PC Myrtle Roberts said they will have to pay affordable housing contribution but not CIL for the barn conversion.  Parish does not get benefit of this.  Only a small percentage of CIL now comes back to Parish Council.  For a Place Plan have to poll parishes and then inviting negative comments.  A neighbouring Parish Council put an advert in ‘Under the Wrekin’ for people to contact them about working on a Place Plan but no interest received.   Can cause problems with planning if have a Place Plan.  PC Myrtle Roberts recommended that each Parish Councillor is responsible for their own Parish and if necessary bring any issues to the next meeting for discussion.
