HIGHWAYS

(a)  
Parish Councillor Lloyd mentioned there has been some progress in the tarmac

repairs on Kenley Common.

PLANNING

(a)  
Planning application 14/04758/VAR by Mr John Hamer to remove the  

‘Agricultural Tie’ at Little Broomcroft, Kenley.  

Mr & Mrs Hamer have lived in the area for 15 years.  During this time their circumstances have changed and although the property has been on the market for 12 months, no one has been interested in buying it.  Parish Councillor Morris did not agree that the ‘Tie’ should be removed.  However the majority did agree and it was agreed to write a letter of support.

(b)  
Mr & Mrs Wheeler - Jessamine Cottage – application for outline planning 

permission to replace existing shop/tearoom with a single storey dwelling has een refused.  The applicants will be re-applying by way of appeal.

Mr & Mrs Wheeler were both present at the meeting.  They have been living in the community for 15 years and would like to stay.  They wish to convert the tearoom, which is on the site of original barn, into a bungalow. The main house would then be sold, ideally to a family. The present garden is now too much work because of its size.  However they would retain some garden but it would be much smaller and manageable. 

The meeting was then closed to the public.

As the Parish Council had not met during the summer, both PC Ince and PC Pugh had both written letters of support for this application.  PC Roberts also has no objection.

PC Morris felt that if this was granted then any garden shed could then be converted into a house.

PC Lloyd felt that previous discussed said that the Parish Council were against housing.

PC Morris felt this is an existing application which is being appealed. Therefore it is not a new application.  If the Parish Council vote they could be criticized for having a personal interest and pre-formed opinion.  

Having heard the arguments for and against, Mr & Mrs Wheeler left the meeting.

Councillor Wild had previously been consulted on this issue and she thought it would be okay to vote at this meeting. However this needs to be confirmed.  If it is not correct then an Extra Ordinary meeting will need to be called within the appeal time.  However if it is correct and as the majority of the meeting are in support of the application, it was agreed the Parish Council would (upon confirmation) write a letter of support to the Planning Department.  This was proposed by PC Pugh and seconded by PC Ince.
