HIGHWAYS
Called Highways because of road surface at the top of the Common, trucks cutting off corner and there is subsidence.  Had someone out to look at it previously and nothing was done.  One particular high lorry is causing the problem and also further down the Harley to Kenley road.  It was decided to write to the Council to see if the road can be strengthened.  Also a problem outside Church Preen School where cars parked on the verge and road subsiding Proposed by PC Roycroft and seconded by PC Morris.

PLANNING 
Partial review of Shropshire Local Plan.  Guidelines changes and a lot of pressure to build more house.  If you want to propose a site for housing and employment in our parish we can.  PC Ince went through some of the questions they are asking – i.e criteria for Community Hub policy.  About ten years ago didn’t feel we were being listened to as to what we wanted.  Not sure what is wanted and although deadline has gone we are still able to submit the information.  Concerned that if agree to houses being built in the parish it does not mean they will be built where agreed to.  Affordable homes are great for people who want to get on the housing ladder but if older people wish to build a bungalow and downsize this should be approved.  This is in the National Policy.  We live on the edge of ANOB so do not feel it is appropriate to agree cluster of housing.
Proposed by PC Morris that we leave it as it is and seconded by PC Roycroft.
